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3. Estabiishment of the Scientific Intelligence Commitice

. The ScientiSc Intellizence Commiitde is hereby establishzd as a
committee of the United Siates Intelligence Ecard to coordinate ccientifce
and techrical intellizence activities of the Government as set forth helow.

4. Mission of the Scientific Inlelligence Commitiee
The mission of the Scientific Intelligence Committee (SIC) shall

be to foster, develop and maintain a coordinated community approach
to problems in the field of scientific and technical intelligence (except
for atomic energy nnd guided missile and astronautics intelliger.ce}, to
promote interagercy liaison and to give added impetus and commurity
support to eforts of individual agencies. Specific responsibilities of the
Scientific Intelligence Committee shall inciude the following:

5. Membership of the Scientific Intelligence Commitice . .
The Scientific Intelligence Committee shall be composed of desxo'— '
nated representatives of the Intellizence Board departments and 2gen-
cies. Other departments and agencies may be invited by the Chairman
to participate in the work of the SIC on a particular problem as agreed
by the Committee.
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6. Chairmanskip of the Scientific Intelligence Committee
The Chairrman of the Sclentific Intéllizence Corimittes shall be
designated by the Director of Centrzal Intelligence in consultation with
and with the concusTence of the United States Intelligence Board. The
Central Intelligence Agency shall provide appropriate secretariat support.

7. Subcommittees of the Scientific Intelligence Commilice '

The Scientific Intelligence Commictee may establish working groups
as appropriate and subcommittees as approved by the Intelligence Board.

8. Inter-Committee Coordination Responsibililies

a. The Scientific Intelligence Committee shall share with the Joint
Atomic Energy Intelligence Committee, Guided Missile and Astronau-
tics Intellizence Committee, Economic Intelligence Committee, and
other appropriate Intelligence Board conmittees respensioility for the
coordination of areas of joint or overlapping concern. Care shall be
taken to avoid undesirable duplication in activities and a2lso to ensure
that no important scientific, technical cr economic inteliigence matter
is neglected or escapes aitention by falling between areas of estab-
lished separate committee activities. The chairman of each of these
committees shall be responsible for ensuring liaisonr and coordination
with the other committees involved on any and all ma uters or jomt

_or overlapping concern.

b. Because of the close relatxonsnm of the SIC, the JAEIC, and
the GMAIC, close coordination is imperative. The SIC should take
the initiative in ensuring that such coordination is effected in areas
of joint or overlapping concern. This does not imply that SIC should
have a supervisory role over the normal activities of JAEIC and
GMAIC in their respective fields.
