Pursuant to the provisicns of NSCID No. 3 and for the purpose of
strengthering the over-all governmental intelligeace structure, the fol-
lowing policiss, prceeduses, and practices are hereoy esiablizhed for the
production and ccordination of atozic energy inteliigence.

1. Policies - ) :

The folowing prizciples shall apply to the dischbarge of responsi-

bilitiss by the departz=snts and agencies concerned:

a. No complate separation of areas of interest is desirable or possible.

b. Full ard free interchange among all depariments ard agencies
of a1l inforation which has utility for mtell.gence relating {o the
nationaol security is essential This hclud,s telligence 1morm4t;on,
finished intelligence, and infor—ation on[ 111—
telligence research programs. -

c. Each depart—ant or agancy shall develop scoczal compe*cncg in
those intellizance felds directly related to its primary departmen
responsitilitizs and snall normally carry out the bulk of the reseaxch
in those fi=lds. .

d. Each depariment or agency may make such studies as it believes
necessary to suppiezent intelligerce obtainablz from other depart-
ments and agzenciss in order to meet its deparimental requirements,
but unnecessary duplication and overlap shall be avoided. -

8. Inter-Commiltee Coordinclion Responsibil:ties

The Joint Atorzic Energy Intelligence Ceormmittee shall share witl
the Scierntific Inteliigence Commitiee, Guided Iiissile and Astronautics
Inteliizence Ccmumittee, Economic Intellizence Corumiitiee znd other
apprepriate Intelligence Board coramitiees respons:bldicy for the coordi-
nation of areas of joint or overlapping concern. Care shall be taken to
avoid unaesirable duplication in activities and 2lso to ensure that no
fmportant scientific, technical or economic inteilizence matter is neg-
lected or escapes atiention by falling between areas of estatlished sep-
arate comrittee activities. The chairman of eacia of these committees
shall be responsible for ensuring liaison and coerdination with the other
committees involved on any and all matters of joint or overlapping

concern.
