in NSCID IVo. 2 and any suppiciaeits thercto, and mirsuant to the pro-
visions ¢f Scelion 162(d) of the National Sccurity Act of 1047 and for

In the interests of national securily:

a. The Departnient of State shall have primeary responsibility for
the ccllestion abroad for ail government agenzics of inforination in
the basic scicnces. The Departinent of State will also collect infor-
mation in such additional scicniific anc cc)m‘MI tields as is necessary
fo mceb the requivements of government ageoucics other than the
Department of Defense and, when uqucsmd q tive: ncms of il De-
