ESTABLISHING THE PRESIDENT'S FOREIGN
INTELLIGENCE ADVISORY BOARD

By virtue of the authority vested in me a3 President of the United
States, it {s ordercd as follows: : .

SECTION 1, There is hcrcb«} catablished the President's Forcign
Intelligence Advisory Board, hercinafter referrcd to as "the Board™.
The Board shall:

(1} advise the President concerning the objectives, conduct, manage-
ment and coordination of the various activities making up the overall
national intelligence effocrt; .

(2) conduct a continuing review and assesament of foreign intelligence
and reclated activities in which the Central Intelligence Agency and other
Government departments and agencies arc engaged: .

(3) rcccive, consider and take 2ppropriate action with respect
matters identified to the Board, by the Central Intelligence Agcncy and
other Government departments and agencies of the intelligence commuait
in which the support of the Board will further the effectiveness of the
national intelligence effort; and

(4) rcport to the President concerning the Board's findings and
appraisals, and make appropriate recommendations for actions to achieve
incrcased effectiveness of the Government's forcign intelligence effort in
mceting national intelligence needs.

SEC., 2. Inorder to facilitate performance of the Board's functions,
the Dircctor of Central Intelligence and the hcads of all ether departments
and agencies shall make available to the Board all information with respect
to forcign intelligence and related matters which the Board may require
for the purpose of carrying out its recponsibilities to the President in
accordance with the terms of this Order. Such information made available
to the Board shall be given all necessary sccurity protection in accordance
with the terms and provisions of applicable laws and regulations,

SEC. 3. Mcmbere of the Board chzll be appointed by the President
from among persons outside the Government, qualified on the basis of
knowledge and experience In matters relating to the natlonal defense anc
security, or possessing other knowledge and abilities which may be
expected to contribute to the affective performance of the Board's dutics.
The members of the Board shall reccive such compensation and allowances,
consonant with law, 28 may be prescribed hercafter.

SEC. 4. The Board shall have 2 staff hcaded by an Executive
Secretary, who shall be appointed by the President and shall receive
such compensation and allowances, consonant with law, as may be
prescribed by the Board, The Executive Sccretary shall be authorized,
subject to the approval of the Board and consonant with law, to appoint
and fix the compensation of such perso-mcl 2s may be necessary for
performance of the Board's duties.

Under the terms of the Order the Boerd {s charged with the responsib
of keeping tho President advised with respect to the total foreign intel
elfort and of reporting periodically to the President its findings, zppraisa
and recommendations for achieving increased cffectiveness of the United
States foreign intelligence effort. The Board will make {ts reports after
conducting an objective raview and asscsement of foreign intelligence

and related activities of the Central Intelligence Agency and other United
Statcs Covernment departments and agencics,

SEC. 5. Compe:nsation 2nd allowances of the Board, the
Executive Secretary, and members of the staff, togcther with other
cxpenses arising in connection with the work of the Board, shall be
paid from the appropriaticn appearing under the keading ""Special
Projects' in the Executive Office Appropriation Act, 1669, Public
Law 90-350, 82 Stat. 19%, and, to the extent permitted by law, {rom
any corresponding approgriation which may be made for subsequent
years. Such payments shall be mace without regard to the provisions
of section 3681 of the Revised Statutecs and section 9 of the Act of
March 4, 1909, 35 Stat, 1027 (31 U.S.C. 672 and 673).

SEC. 6. Executive Crder No. 10938 of May 4, 1961, is hereby
revoked, .
