The purpzose of this YNSDD 1s to establish prccedures for «he
clanning, approval, and coo:dinacion of covert action (intcell
gsence “sgecial ac*'"Lt es"” under Execut:ive Order 12333) ande
the review and evaluation of these activities in order tco
ansgure that they continuously derive from &nd sugpors ¢
national security cbhjectives and are integracted fully int
ocverall US policy. Knowledce of covert action policies,
decisions, and procrams shall be strictly limited to the
absolute minimum number of senicr officials and thelr immediacze
staff focal coints. To the extent cossible, knowledce of
colicies, deliberaticns, and programs:; knowledge of operations:
and knowledge of supporting rnformation or activities will be
