PRODUCTION OF SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNICAL lNTELLlGE‘\iCE
(Effective 23 April 1965)

Pursuant to the provisions of NSCID Neo. 3 and for the purpose of

-strengtherning the over-all governmental intelligence struccure, the fol-

lowing policies, procedures, and practices are hereby established for the
production and coordination of scientiic and tscanical intelligence.

1. Polictes

The following basic principles shall apply to the dlscharge of respon-'

sibilities by the departments and agencies concerned: -

a. No complete separation of areas of intersst is desn'able or pos— .

sible.

b. Full and free mterﬂha.n're among 211 depariments and agencies 4

of inforrration which has utility for intelligence reletirg to the na-
tional security is essential. This includes intelligence m.format.on,
finished intelligence, ard information oxni -~ 'intel-
ligence research programs. b - .

c. Each department or agency shall develop specizl competence in’
those intelligence fields directly related to its primary departmental
responsibilities and shall normally can-y out the bulk of the research
in those fields.

d. Each d°partm°nt or agency may maLe such studies as it beueves-
necessary to supplement intelligence obtainable from other depart-

ments and agencies in order to meet its own deparimental require~
ments, but unnecessary dugplication and overiap shall be avoided.
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2. Production Responsibilities

To ensure that the capabilities of the departments and aU'eI'ICIES are -

effectively utilized in the commor interest for the production of scien-

tific and technical intelligence, the following division of interests, sub-~.

general delineation of primary responsibilities.
a. The Central Intelligence Agency shall produce sczentiﬂc and

to fulfll the statutory responsibilities of the Dirsctor of Central Intel-
ligence. .
b. The other departments or agencies shau produce smentiﬁc and
techniczl intellizence pertinent to their deparfmental missians.

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3. Establishment of the Scientific Intelligence Commiltee

The Scientific Intelligence Committes is hereby established as a
committes of the United States Intellizence Board to cocrdinate scientific
and technical intellizence activities of the Government as set forth below.

4. Mission of the Scienlific Intelligence Commitie2
The mission of the Scientific Intellizence Committes (SIC) shall
be to foster, deyelop and maintain a coordinated community approzch

to problems in the feld of scientific and technical intellizence (except

for atomic energy and guidad missile and astronautics intelligence), to

promote ipieragency liaison and to give added impetus and community =~ . -
. support to efforts of individual agencies. Specific responsibilities of the -

Scientific Intelligence Commitiee shall include the following:

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6. Chairmenship of the Scientific Inielligernce Commiltee
The Chairmman of the Scientific Intellizence Commititee shall be
designated by the Director of Central Intelligence in consultation with
and with the concurrence of the United States Intelligence Board. 'The
Central Intelligence Agency shall provide appropriate secretariat support.

7. Subcommitlees of the Scientific Intelligence Committee

The Scientific Intelligence Committee may establish vorking groups
as appropriate and subcomrrittees as approved by the Intelligence Board.

8. Inter-Commiltiee Coordination Responstbilities

a. The Scientific Intelligence Committee shall share with the Joint
Atomic Energy Intelligence Commitiee, Guided Missile and Astronau-
tics Intelligence Committee, Economic Intelligence Committee, and
other appropriate Intelligence Board committees responsibility for the
coordination of areas of joint or overlapping concern. Care shall be
taken to aveid undesirable duplication in activities and also to ensure
that no important scientific, technical or economic intelligence matter
Is neglected or escapes attention by falling betweenr areas of estab-
lished separate committee activities. The chairman of each of these
committees shall be responsible for ensuring liaison and ccordination
with the other committees involved on any and all matters of joi.nt

- or overlapping concern.

b. Because of the close relationship of the SIC, the JAEIC, a.nd
the GMAIC, close coordination is imperative. The SIC should take
the initiative in ensuring that such coordination is effected in areas
of joint or overlapping concern. This does not imply that SIC should
have a supervisory role over the normal act1v1t1e3 of JAEIC and
GMAIC in their respective fields. :
