BASIC DUTIES AND RESMOSIBILITIES
(Revised 4 March 1S04)

The intelligence efforl of the United Sta Ir‘s is 2 national vecponsivilily,
and mast e gy orgenized and managed as (o expleit (o the maximum
the available rezources of thie Government d!’.fl to satizfy the intelliscnce
requircments of the Netional Sceurity Councit and of the departmons
and ageucies of the Govermment.  Yor the purpose of ceordinzating the
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inteliigence activitics of the scveral Goverpinont deparunciits and agei- .
. cies in the interest of national sceurity avm pm uunt to the provisions of
Secction 102 cf the National Sceurity Act of 1647, as amended, the la-

Intellizenc ioard, immedizlely piropare and
discemincle as appropricte the nativual intelligence cstimcie of the
situation, in accordunce with the prozedures outlined above,

6. Connnunity Responsililitics

Sceurity Couneil policy, the Director of Central Intellipence in con-
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sultation with and supported by the other memmbairs of the U.S. Intelli-
gence Doard and by other appropricic offices, shall:

(1) Callppon theothevdeparmonts and ascencies as appropriate
té cnsurc thal on inteiligence matiers affecting the natjonal sccu-
rity the iateiligence community is supported by ihe full knowicdge
and Lechnical talent available in or {o {he Covernment;

(2) Ensure thatl the pertinence, extent and quality of the avail-

(3) Take appropriate measvres to {acilitafe the coordinatled
devclopment of compatinle referencing systoimns within the depart-
ments and agencics engzacd in foreign inteiiigence activities.  Cen-
{ral referencs facilities as a service of comunion concern shall be
provided by the Central Intelligence Agency and/or olher depart-
ments and agencics, as appropri::tc, and

(4) Make arrangements with the departments and agencies for
the essigimmen{ o, or exchange with, the Cenfral Inicllizence
Agency of such expericnced and qualified pe xso;mel as may be of
advanicge for advizory, opereiionut, or other purposcs. In crder
to facililate the periormance of ineir r':sp 1' intcl“gcncf* n*is-
sions, the dcp:m.h b5 and azencics coneer Lall, by agre ";*c. L
provide each othicr witll such muitual assistanc cc as may be within
their copabilities and as may ke reguired in (he inicrests of the in-

shall bLe reccruiced and shall reccive mutual cooperaticn and
suppoit.

b. Tn so far as practicable, in thie fulfillment of their respeaclive
responsitilities for the production af intelligence, the several depart-
ments and agen shall ot duplizata the inteliigence activities and
rescarch of oihior aepartiments and agencies and siiail make full use of

yisting capabiiitics of {he Oo.lu,l‘ clements of the intelligence coin-

munity.

¢. The departments and agencics of the Government shall establish
appropriate policics and precedures to confral and limit undesirable
publicity relating to intcllizence aclivitics,
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
