NATIONAL SECURITY COUNCIL INTELLIGENCE
DIRECTIVE NO. 2°

COORDINATION OF OVERT COLLECTION ACTIVITIES
(Effective 17 February 1972)

To prownole sound and eflficient utilization of the several departmental and
agency collecting and reporting facilities in the intcrests of national sceurity,
and puusuant to the provisions of Section 102 of the Nationa! Sccurity Act of
1947 as amendcd, the Naticual Sceurity Council hereby authorizes and directs that
the following overalt policies and objzctves shall apply to the intcrdepartmental
coorr*m'mon of overt foreign int:lligence collection acHvities (such as open
broadcast monitoring and document collection) not covered by other Na-
tion2l Sccurity Council Intelligence Directives, such as Nztioaal Security Council
Intellizence Directives 4, 5 and &.

1. The Director of Central Intcliizence shall easure that planning for the
utilizadoa of the col'ect_no and reporting capabilitics for intelligence purposes
of each of the several departments znd agencies avoids undesirable duplication
and uncoordinated overlap and provides adcquate coverage for national security
purposss.

2. The Department of State shall have primary responsibility for, and shaL
crform as a service of comunon concern, the collaction abroad, i.c., outsid
the United States and its posscssions, of pohtxc‘__, saciological, economic, scien-

tific and technical information.

3. The Department of Defense shall have primary responsibility for, and shall
parform as a service of common concern, the collection of military intelligeace
information. Because of the importance of scientific and technical intellicence to
the Department of Defense and the military services, this collection responsibility
shall include scientific and technical, as well as economic informiation directly

ertincat to Depastment of Defense missions.

4. The Ccutral Intelligence Agency mzy collect intellicence information abroad
in support of assigned functious cr 2s a by-preduct of the assigned functicns,
provided that this collection iavolves no undesizable duplication of any of the
specific assignments in paragraphs 2 or 3 above, and provided that any such
overt collection is coordinated with the Department of State or with the Serior

U.S. Representative.

5. The scnior U.S. representative in each nation or forcign jurisdiction where
the United States maintains official representation shall coordinate in his arca
the collection sctivities not covered by other National Sccurity Council Dirce-
tives. Full utilization shall be made of the assigned duties, individual initiative,
or faverable contacts of departmertal and agerey representatives,
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fesence information collected wbicad i accordince with the terms of
thin [) cective by any agency in the ficld shall, wherever possible, be trans-
itred fnmmediately to the ficld representatives of Uu. ageney prianarily responsible
for carsying out the forcign colicction activity as delineated in paragraplis 2, 3
we 4 shove, who shall then be respansible for its onward transmission, provided
hoat the o.iinal collector shall not be enjoined from tansmitiing the information

il Cental Intellizence Ageacy, as a service of corimon concern, shall be
responsilile for the sclective exploitation withia the Uniied States of nongovern-
mental orgunizations and individuals as sources of fereizn intelligence in fonm-
tion, in accordance with policies, prcccdurcs and practices es L..bhshcd as provided
in NSCID No. 1 by the Director ¢f Central Intelligence.

8. The Ccntr"l Intelligence Agency shall conduct, as a secvice of comunon
-conzern, monitoring of forcign radio and television propaganda and press broad-
casts required for thc collection of iutelligerce information to meet the needs -
of all departments and ageucies in conuecton with the national sccurity and
shall disseaunats such unclh"ence informaton to the scveral departments and
agencies'that have an appropriate iatcrest therein

9. The Cental Intcliigeuce Agency shall conduct the exploitation of forcign
lanzuage publications for intclligence purposes, as apprepriate, as a service
of com:non concern. The Directer of Ceantral Intclligunce shall coordinate this
aclivity with similar activities maintained by the Jupartments and 2geacies to
satisfy their own requirements. .-

10. Departinents and ageaciss carying out the collecton actividics mentioned
above shall recognize, in establishing collection programs, the needs of the other

dcpariments "nd a’*cncws. o
